Answer Key
1. C) 0.5 g/L — Turkey: regular drivers 0.5 g/L; professionals 0.2 g/L.
2. B) Slightly over limit — Professional limit = 0.2 g/L; 0.25 g/L is over.
3. C) 3 drinks — Roughly 2–3 standard drinks; varies by body weight and food.
4. B) 0.2 g/L — 0.2 g/L for learners; same as professionals.
5. 1 beer ≈ 0.3–0.4 g/L for average adult (depends on weight, food) 2–3 standard drinks ≈ 0.5 g/L
Conclusion: 1 beer alone usually below 0.5 g/L
6. Professional limit = 0.2 g/L Tested = 0.3 g/L Result: Above limit; license suspended, fine issued
7. Learner limit = 0.2 g/L Tested = 0.15 g/L Result: Legal, but on the high side; avoid any alcohol
8. 0.5 g/L (0.05% BAC). One standard drink ≈ 0.2–0.3 g/L.
9. 0.2 g/L (0.02% BAC) — stricter than regular drivers.
10. 0.2 g/L — same as professionals; young/inexperienced drivers must be sober.
