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What Do Road Markings Mean?

Road markings are white or yellow painted lines that divide lanes, indicate no-passing zones, mark
stopping points, and guide traffic direction. White lines separate same-direction traffic; yellow lines
separate opposite directions.

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Answer Key

1. B) No passing on your side — Solid yellow means no passing from your direction due to poor
visibility or oncoming traffic.

2. B) Safe to change lanes (if clear) — Dashed white indicates you may change lanes safely after
checking.

3. C) Neither side may pass — Double yellow prohibits passing from both directions — very high
risk.

4. B) Same-direction traffic — White lines separate traffic moving in the same direction; yellow
separates opposite directions.

5. Solid yellow = no passing allowed Answer: No, you must not pass; it is unsafe.

6. Dashed white = safe to change Answer: Yes, check mirrors and blind spot, then change lanes
safely.

7. Double solid yellow = no passing from either direction Answer: Neither side may pass; very
unsafe road section.

8. Do not pass — oncoming traffic or unsafe conditions.
9. Safe to change lanes — check mirrors and blind spot first.

10. No passing allowed in either direction — very dangerous.
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
