1. B) No parking any time — Solid yellow = permanent, continuous no-parking restriction.

2. C) Limited-time parking (usually 2 hrs) — Dashed yellow permits time-limited parking under
normal conditions.

3. C) 2 hours — Default dashed yellow = 2 hours, unless posted signage states otherwise.

4. B) Near fire hydrants and corners — Solid yellow protects high-priority zones like hydrants and
intersections.

5. Solid yellow line = no parking allowed Answer: No, you cannot park there at any time, even
briefly.

6. Dashed yellow line = limited parking Default time = 2 hours (unless otherwise posted) Answer:
You can typically park for 2 hours.

7. Solid yellow at corners = safety priority Answer: To keep the corner clear for traffic flow and
visibility.

8. No parking is allowed at any time on that curb.

9. Limited-time parking is permitted, usually 2 hours without a permit.

10. No — solid yellow means no parking ever, even briefly.
