5. are going to watch = going to future (planned) Time: next Friday (specific near future)
Formation: are + going to + base verb (watch)
6. is going to apply = going to future (decided plan) Subject: she (singular, uses 'is') Formation: is
+ going to + base verb (apply)
7. are not going to attend = negative going to Negative placement: am/is/are + not + going to
Formation: are + not + going to + base verb
