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Answer Key

1. C) rouge (no change) — Most French adjectives ending in -e stay the same in feminine: rouge =
rouge (masculine and feminine).

2. C) heureuses — heureux (masc. sing.) » heureuse (fem. sing.) = heureuses (fem. plural: add -e,
then -s).

3. B) petits — Garcons is masculine plural, so: petit (masc. sing.) - petits (add -s).

4. C) heureuses — Filles (girls) = feminine plural - heureuses (heureux + -e for fem. + -s for
plural).

5. Base adjective: heureux (masculine singular) Feminine singular: heureuse (add -e) Feminine
plural: heureuses (add -es, feminine + plural) Phrases: une fille heureuse / des filles heureuses

6. Masculine singular: petit Feminine singular: petite (add -e) Feminine plural: petites (add -s)
Result: des petites filles

7. Base: blanc (masculine singular) Feminine: blanche (spelling change, + -e) Plural of feminine:
blanches Result: trois maisons blanches (houses are feminine)

8. French adjectives change form to match the noun's gender (masculine/feminine) and number
(singular/plural).

9. Add -e to the end: bleu —» bleue, heureux — heureuse.

10. Add -s to the end: bleu — bleus, bleue - bleues.
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
