1. B) la chaise — 'Chaise' is feminine singular → 'la'. Answer: la chaise.
2. C) l' — 'École' starts with 'e' (vowel) → use 'l''.
3. D) les — Plural of any gender → 'les'. Answer: les chats.
4. C) les verres — Plural → 'les verres'.
5. 'Homme' is masculine singular and starts with a vowel. Use l' before vowels regardless of
gender. Answer: L'homme est ici.
6. 'Filles' is plural (more than one girl). All plurals use 'les' regardless of gender. Answer: Les filles
jouent au parc.
7. 'Livre' is masculine singular and starts with a consonant. Use 'le' for masculine singular nouns.
Answer: Le livre est intéressant.
8. le (masculine singular), la (feminine singular), l' (before vowels), les (plural all)
9. Before any vowel (a, e, i, o, u) or silent h: l'arbre, l'homme.
10. Just one: 'les' works for all plural nouns, regardless of gender.
