1. A) S'il vous plaît — S'il vous plaît is formal 'please'. S'il te plaît is informal.
2. B) Around 6 PM — Bonsoir (good evening) replaces Bonjour after approximately 6 PM.
3. C) Comment allez-vous? — Comment allez-vous? is the formal question. Ça va? is casual.
4. B) À bientôt — À bientôt = see you soon. Au revoir = goodbye.
5. Morning greeting: — Bonjour! (Hello!) — Ça va? (How are you?) — Ça va bien, merci! (Fine,
thanks!)
6. Polite ordering: — Un café, s'il vous plaît. (A coffee, please.) — Voilà. (Here you go.) — Merci
beaucoup! (Thank you very much!)
7. Farewell: — Bonsoir! (Good evening!) — À bientôt. (See you soon.) — Au revoir! (Goodbye!)
8. Hello / Good morning. Used from morning until evening; replaced by 'Bonsoir' after 6 PM.
9. S'il vous plaît (formal 'please') or S'il te plaît (informal); Merci (thank you).
10. Au revoir = goodbye (formal/neutral); À bientôt = see you soon (implies near future).
