1. A) Je vais lire — Futur proche = present aller + infinitive. 'Je vais' (I'm going) + 'lire' (to read).
2. D) tu iras — 'Tu iras' is future simple, not present. Present is 'tu vas'.
3. C) They are going to dance tomorrow — Futur proche = near future. 'Demain' means tomorrow.
4. A) allons — Nous (we) takes 'allons'. 'Nous allons finir' = We're going to finish.
5. Subject: Je (I) Aller: vais (present of aller for je) Infinitive: parler (to speak) Complete form: Je
vais parler Meaning: I'm going to speak (about to happen)
6. Subject: Nous (We) Aller: allons (present of aller for nous) Infinitive: manger (to eat) Complete
