1. A) le tien — le tien = yours (informal singular, masculine); la tienne (feminine).
2. A) la nôtre — la nôtre = ours (feminine singular); les nôtres (plural).
3. B) C'est le mien. — le mien replaces 'mon stylo' to say 'it is mine.'
4. B) mes — mes is a possessive adjective (before noun), not a pronoun.
5. Ce livre est le mien. Le sien est rouge. (possessive pronouns replacing nouns: book = le mien,
his = le sien)
6. Mes clés sont ici. Où sont les tiennes? (plural possessive: les tiennes = your keys)
7. Notre maison est grande. La leur est petite. (la leur = their house, feminine singular)
8. Words showing ownership that replace nouns: le mien, la sienne, les leurs, etc.
9. le mien (singular) or les miens (plural)
10. mon is a possessive adjective (comes before noun); le mien is a possessive pronoun (replaces
noun).
