6. Direct object of the relative clause = | like the man Use que (direct object): L'homme que j'aime
est gentil.

7. Direct object: we visited the city Use que: La ville que nous avons visité est grande.
8. When the relative pronoun is the subject of the clause. Example: I'homme qui parle.
9. When the relative pronoun is the direct object. Example: 'homme que je vois.
