Answer Key

1. C) Both are correct — Both work: 'Ich bin traurig' (I am sad) or 'Ich fihle mich traurig' (I feel sad
to myself).

2. C) angry — Witend = angry. Glucklich = happy, traurig = sad, Uberrascht = surprised.

3. B) reflexive — Sich fuhlen is reflexive — it always includes the reflexive pronoun (mich, dich,
sich, etc.).

4. B) vor (+ dative) — Nervos vor = nervous before/about: nervos vor der Prifung (nervous about
the exam).

5. Verb: sich fuhlen (to feel oneself) Reflexive pronoun: mich (myself) Adjective: glicklich (happy)
— used with sein or fuhlen

6. Adjective: witend (angry) — feminine, agrees with 'sie' Preposition: auf (onto/with) + accusative
Pronoun: ihn (him, accusative)

7. Adjective: nervds (nervous) — plural, agrees with 'wir' Preposition: vor (before) + dative Noun:
die Prifung (exam, dative = der Prufung in context)

8. Using verbs like sich flhlen (to feel) or sein (to be) + adjectives: Ich fihle mich traurig (I feel
sad) or Ich bin glacklich (I am happy).

9. Sad. Related adjectives: betrubt (sorrowful), niedergeschlagen (depressed).

10. Like other adjectives, it agrees with the noun: Er ist witend (he is angry), Sie sind wiatend
(they—plural—are angry).
