1. B) Medikament — Medikament = medicine/medication. Arzt = doctor, Krankheit = illness,
Schmerz = pain.
2. B) Ich habe Fieber — Ich habe Fieber — using haben (to have) with fever. 'Sein' + adjective
krank is different.
3. C) der — Der Arzt (masculine). Der Arzt, des Arztes, dem Arzt, den Arzt.
4. A) Brauchst du einen Arzt? — Brauchst du einen Arzt? — Arzt is masculine accusative = einen.
(Nominative = ein Arzt, accusative = einen Arzt)
5. Adjective: krank (sick) — describes current state with 'bin' Verb: haben (to have) Noun phrase:
Kopfschmerzen (headache) — always plural in German
6. Subject: der Arzt (the doctor, masculine nominative) Verb: verschreiben (to prescribe) Object:
ein Medikament (a medicine, neuter accusative)
7. Subject: die Patientin (the patient, feminine nominative) Object: die Tabletten (the tablets,
plural accusative) Adverbial: jeden Tag (every day — accusative of time)
8. Arzt (masculine). Related: Ärztin (female doctor), Zahnarzt (dentist).
9. Ich habe Kopfschmerzen. Note: Schmerzen is always plural in German, even for singular pain.
10. Sick or ill. Adjective, used with sein: Ich bin krank (I am sick).
