1. B) dich — 'Dich' is the accusative reflexive pronoun for 'du'.
2. B) ziehen — 'Ziehen' is the correct conjugation for 'wir' in present tense.
3. B) Ich wasche mich — The reflexive pronoun goes after the conjugated verb: 'wasche mich'.
4. C) You (formal) sit down — 'Sich' refers to the formal 'Sie', and 'setzen sich hin' = sit down
(reflexive).
5. ich wasche mich du wäschst dich er wäscht sich
6. wir + sich anziehen → conjugate anziehen + reflexive pronoun Wir ziehen uns an (We get
dressed)
7. sie + setzen + sich Sie setzen sich (They sit down)
8. A verb where the action reflects back to the subject, using a reflexive pronoun (mich, dich, sich,
etc.).
9. mich, dich, sich, uns, euch, sich (for ich, du, er/sie/es, wir, ihr, sie/Sie)
10. After the conjugated verb: 'Ich wasche mich' (I wash myself).
